Message From Park Superintendent Kim Baker

There are a lot of projects boiling under the surface
at Railtown1897 State Historic Park these days. It seems
like it's either feast, or famine, and now’s time for the feast.
Buckle your seat belts, it's going to be an exciting year.

As you are certainly aware, when Railtown
was added to the closure list in 2011 (for the third time in
10 years), the community rallied. The Rotary clubs in the
county came together to raise about $75,000, which was
matched by the Sonora Area Foundation. The California
State Railroad Museum Foundation added another
$81,000, totaling $231,000.

As part of AB1478, the legislature reallocated the state park sur-
plus funds to match any funding raised by the community (including in-kind do-
nations of volunteer hours that were contributed to keep the park open) and alto-
gether, the park is receiving over $721,000 for the purposes of park operation
and deferred maintenance.

That's the good news. The bad news is that all of these funds
must be encumbered by June 30, 2014 (encumbered basically means that con-
tracts must be in place—checks can be written to pay off contracts, but no pur-
chases or staff costs can be charged past that date). We consulted with our do-
nors, and our PID (Park Infrastructure Database—our master project list) and
selected several projects that we think will help position the park to be more suc-
cessful in the future. Those projects include:

*Repairs to bring the No. 28 back into service— These repairs will be
carried out on display in the historic roundhouse, in conjunction with
scheduled shop tours and online journaling of the project to engage the
public to follow along.

¢ An Interpretive Master Plan and School Program Development- these
tools will better help the park to tell our story, and engage our visitors.
The Interpretive Master Plan will help guide development of exhibits, sign-
age, tours, presentations, school programming—basically all educational
programming. This is a tool that is essential to quality programming in
any park.

*National Historic Landmark Nomination- the park has been deemed eli-
gible for nomination, but has not successfully been nominated. NHL sta-
tus will help us convey historic significance to park visitors, staff, volun-
teers and the community and can help better preserve the park.
An additional project funded by AB 1478, but separate from the matching pro-
gram, is the wastewater runoff project. This project will help us operate this his-
toric industrial site responsibly (and lawfully) under modern regulations.
Several of these projects will be carried out by contractors to ensure that
we can accomplish them within the spending constraints. (continue on page 3)
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Pioneering Railroad Women of the 1800s (Part 1)

The building and running of railroads has always been a male dominated world, so it is interesting to
note that in the 1800s, women played important roles in the construction, development and safety of
the early railways. In a time when women'’s roles and educational opportunities were extremely limited,
these remarkable women rose above gender restrictions and prejudices to
make their contributions to rail transportation.

Manufacturing — Rebecca Lukins,
Producing Locomotive Boilers and Rails

Born in 1794, Rebecca Pennock Lukens was the oldest daughter of
WM |saac Pennock, a Pennsylvania farmer turned iron worker who established

to iron mills. When Rebecca married Dr. Charles Lukens in 1813, the cou-
= ple was pressured by her parents to take over the aging

Brandywine Mill.

Over the next twelve years, Rebecca and Charles rebuilt the mill and began producing locomotive
boilers and rails. In 1825, having borne six children, Rebecca promised her dying husband that she
would continue to run the struggling mill. Despite strong objection from her mother and the demands of
raising her four surviving children, Rebecca took over the management of the mill. Refusing to accept
inferior materials or poor quality workmanship, Rebecca made quality her trademark. A remarkable
business woman, she not only made a success of the mill, but also her other business ventures (a sad-
dler and warehouse to name two). At the time of her death, Rebecca was the wealthiest woman in her
country.

Construction — African and Native American Women Laying the Rails

Because it required great strength and hard physical labor, almost all railroad construction was done
by men. But, there were exceptions. During the Civil War, many slave women and children were forced

to labor laying rails for the southern railroads. In the West, the Central Pa-
il cific Railroad hired Native American workers to lay track. When the railroad
reached Shoshone territory, both men and women were employed. The
Indian women proved themselves admirably, and an observer watching
M them work noted that they were even stronger than the men at the back

R In the Cab — Ida Hewitt
First Regularly Commissioned Female Engineer

Although it is impossible to know for sure who was the first female to
hitch up her skirts, climb into the cab of a locomotive and take the controls,
we do know that Ida Hewitt was the first regularly commissioned female

engineer in the country.

Ida was the daughter of Charles Hewitt, one of the chief owners of the Cairo Short Line Railroad that
connected with the B & O Railroad. As a girl, Ida was fascinated with trains and spent her free time at
the railroad shops near her home. After high school graduation, Ida would ride in the locomotive cab
whenever she had the chance. One day and engineer took sick on route and Ida took over the con-
trols. She did so well that she soon was regularly running the route.

Although her father may have been remarkably liberal in his views of women working on the railroad,
other men looked upon her with a mixture of curiosity and concern. Ida was young and pretty and
unigue in her chosen career, but the railroad men worried that other women would be following in her
footsteps and threaten their jobs. The Conductor and Brakeman, Volume 9, 1892, mentioned Ida’s
achievement but followed it with this warning: “Men are required to keep an eye upon their laurels,
their plumes, etc. for now-a-days and frequently, women demonstrate such masculine qualities as to
create alarm.” (Part 2, continued in the October Issue)

Being a flight at-
tendant has special privileges not the least of which is the ability to travel free anywhere in the world the
airline goes. In their off time they enjoyed vacationing in many countries around the world, too numerous
to mention.
